Bioactivity: The specific activity of TDO2 was determined by monitoring Kynurenine formation from the N-
formylkynurenine based on the absorbance at 492nm. The N-formylkynurenine was produced
from a conversion of tryptophan with TDO2. The reactions were carried out at 37°C for 40min
in 100ul of the reaction volume containing 200mM PBS, pH7.5, 1mM ascorbic acid, and
1.25mM L-tryptophan as the substrate with various amounts of TDO2. The reaction was
terminated by adding 50ul of 30% (w/v) trichloroacetic acid. The sample was further incubated
for 30min at 60°C and centrifuged at 12000 rpm for 15 min. The supernatant was used to mix
with an equal volume of Ehrlich's reagent (2% p-dimethylaminobenza-ldehyde in glacial acetic
acid) to measure the absorbance at 492 nm after 10min incubation
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Preparation: Recombinant protein was captured through anti-DDK affinity column followed by
conventional chromatography steps.

Note that you may experience
some loss of protein during the filtration process.

Storage: Store at -80°C.

Stability: Stable for 12 months from the date of receipt of the product under proper storage and
handling conditions. Avoid repeated freeze-thaw cycles.

Summary: This gene encodes a heme enzyme that plays a critical role in tryptophan metabolism by
catalyzing the first and rate-limiting step of the kynurenine pathway. Increased activity of the
encoded protein and subsequent kynurenine production may also play a role in cancer
through the suppression of antitumor immune responses, and single nucleotide
